Weekly Ministry Teams 
Extreme Life Worker – Assist with youth activities on Wednesday nights from 5:30-8 pm during Extreme Life.  See 
Separate handout for specific responsibilities in this area. 
 
Sunday School Teacher – Provide leadership through teaching, caring and outreach to students on Sunday mornings 
from 8:45-10 am. Lesson preparation, caring for students and outreach to prospects requires additional commitment.  
More details provided on separate handout. 
 
Drama Ministry – Participate in drama worships and rehearsals for worship service dramas and special productions. 
 
Die To Self Praise Band – All student led praise band that rehearses weekly and leads in worship during Extreme Life 
and once a month during Sunday evening services. 
 
Student Media Booth Team (Audio/Video)  – Team of students that setup and mix audio during Extreme Life and Sun-
day School.  They also setup and run computers, DVDs and videos during Extreme Life and Sunday School. 
 
Photography Ministry – Students and adults who capture youth activities through pictures and videos. Presentations 
through displays, power points, movies and other means. 
 
Web Page Ministry – Students/adults who work with our web servant to update and enhance our student web page. 
 
The Refuge Coordinator – Adult responsible for maintaining and enhancing the The Refuge on a weekly basis in coor-
dination with the Minister to Students. 
 
Café/Diner Volunteer – Weekly team of three or more students/adults who help with setting up,  serving and cleaning 
on Sundays and Wednesdays for The Breakfast Club and Junkfood for the Journey. 
 
Greeters Team – A ministry team of students and adults who commit to being present early for Sunday School and 
Extreme Life in order to greet students. 
 
Sports Outreach Team: Dodgeball / Volleyball– Group of students and adults , who oversee weekly dodgeball or vol-
leyball events with the purpose of providing a recreational opportunity for Christian students, while leading new stu-
dents present to a life changing relationship with Jesus Christ. (Separate teams for dodgeball and volleyball) 
 

Quarterly/Annual Ministry Teams 
Summer Youth Camp Sponsor – Adults willing to mentor and care for students in a camp setting. 
 
Mission Trip Sponsor – Adults willing to serve along side and care for students in a missions setting. 
 
Retreat Sponsor – Adults willing to give of their time and/or resources to mentor and care for students in retreat set-
tings. 
 
Disciple Now Involvement – Adults willing to help with Host Homes, Meals, Snacks, Recreation and more. This week-
end event needs numerous adults to serve in order to impact the lives of teens and their homes.
